TROUTVILLE…A DESIGNATED 
A.T. COMMUNITY

Together for Troutville (T4T) filed the application for the 
Town  of  Troutville  to  become  a  designated  A.T. 
Community.   On  Monday,  October  3,  2011,  Angie 
Sheldon,  Education  and  Outreach  Coordinator  of  the 
Appalachian  Trail  Conservancy,  notified  T4T  that  the 
application  was  approved  during  the  fall  meeting  of  the 
Regional Partnership Committee (RPC).
Becoming  a  designated  A.T.  Community  was  a  strategic 
initiative previously approved by Town Council during the 
strategic planning process.  Both the Roanoke Appalachian 
Trail Club (RATC) and Botetourt County issued letters of 
support which were filed along with the application.
At  the  present  time,  T4T  will  be  coordinating  planning 
sessions to prepare for an official designation ceremony to 
be  held later  this  year.   This  is  an exciting time for  the 
Town of Troutville and the greater community!
